It may be
better to read a book. A US study says that using electronic
(LT HJ) screens at night can make 'us sleep'_‘badIy.
In the evening, our bodies make melatonin (#BEBH#E).

Melatonin makes us feel sleepy and relaxed. It is an important,

part of our sleep cycle (J&#). But the electronic screens stop that cycle from working
as usual.

Why? Because phones, computers and TVs make blue light. Blue light stops our
bodies from making melatonin. Even just a little bit of blue light can change our sleep
cycles. Eight minutes of blue light can keep your brain (Xf#) “working” for another
hour, according to the study. Even if you fall asleep, you may have lots of dreams,
stopping your brain from resting well.

~ It’s even worse if you play an exciting game before bedtime. Playing games can
make our hearts race, so we have a harder time falling asleep. Then, after we fall
asleep, we get less (FE/LH)) “deep sleep”, so people will be in poor health:
